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Normalization of marks is the process of converting the marks obtained by students from boards other than
The Board of High School and Intermediate Education Uttar Pradesh in the subjects concerned,
comparable to that of The Board of High School and Intermediate Education Uttar Pradesh

Shortlisting and Selection Criteria for candidates will done in two stages. Only the candidates obtaining a
positive (greater than zero) marks in Physics, Chemistry and Mathematics/Biology will be considered for all
the subsequent stages.
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2- At different stages of the selection process ‘Application Rating’ (AR) marks of an applicant will be used.
An applicant’s AR marks is the sum of the normalized marks ‘A’, and ‘B’ based on their percentage of
marks obtained in the 10th standard and the 12thclass standard respectively.
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The marks in respect of candidates who have come from The Board of High School and Intermediate
Education Uttar Pradesh will not be subjected to any Normalization. The marks obtained by such
candidates in the subjects considered will be taken as such for ranking purposes.
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The Normalization of marks of candidates of other Boards would be carried out as per the formula given

below.
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For Marks AR A (for 10*" Std)
HR TR THR T (PR 10th TUss)

The marks received at the actual board will be considered as standard on satisfying minimum eligibility
criteria.
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For Marks AR B (for 12" Std)
HR THR THAR T (BR 12th TUs3)

If any board/institution awards only letter grades without providing an equivalent percentage of
marks on the grade-sheet, the candidate should obtain a certificate from the board/institution
specifying the equivalent marks which should be used for filling the online application form. The
original equivalence certificate needs to be submitted at the time of interview, if shortlisted for the
same.
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
